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SWIMMING POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations have been established for the safety, health,
benefit, and comfort of all swimming pool users. Adherence to these guidelines is
requisite for the smooth operation of the swimming pool. Those who do not
abide by these guidelines, or who fail to cooperate with the lifeguard staff may be
requested to leave the facility and may have their swimming privileges revoked.

Eligibility

All students, faculty, staff, and ACG fithess members are eligible to use the
Swimming Pool.

The following general rules and regulations apply to all eligible users of the
Swimming Pool:

©

No one will be allowed in the swimming pool area unless the pool is
officially open and a lifeguard is on duty.

All users must have valid proof of identity (identification cards) in order to
be allowed in the swimming pool area.

The pool staff reserves the right to deny usage of the swimming pool to
anyone with a skin disease, open sores, bandaged wounds, boils, inflamed
eyes, discharging nasal or ear passages and any infectious or contagious
disease.

No person within the pool area shall behave in such a manner as to
jeopardize the safety and health of himself/herself or others. Such
behavior, including abusive or profane language, shall be grounds for
expulsion.

Swimmers must always take a cleansing shower before entering the pool.
Users of the swimming pool must always wear proper swimming attire. T -
shirts, cut-offs, gym shorts and under garments are strictly prohibited.
Swimwear should not have been worn for exercising immediately prior to
pool use since soiled clothing can create an unhealthy swimming
environment.

No running is permitted on the pool deck.

Spitting and otherwise contaminating the pool, pool floors, walkways,
aisles or dressing rooms is prohibited.

10. For security reasons, users are encouraged not to bring valuables to the

pool facilities.

11. Lockers are provided for day-use only, unless otherwise specified.



12. You are not allowed to leave bags, street shoes/clothes on the pool deck or
benches.

13. The use of oils and body lotions is prohibited.

14. Food and drinks (other than water in an appropriate plastic container) are
not permitted in the swimming pool area.

15. Smoking is strictly prohibited at the Aquatics Center.

16. The Deree College Aquatics Center shall not be liable or held responsible
for any mishap, injury, disability, death, damage or loss of property or any
other loss/damage arising from or in connection with the use of the
swimming area facilities.

17. Pool staff reserves the right to deny access to the swimming pool to
anyone who breaches the aforesaid rules and regulations.

18. These rules and regulations may be modified or amended at any time
without prior notice.
