Katerina Adamopoulou and Stefanos Kozanis present “Jazz Duet in Conversation”. The two
performers have been collaborating for the last five years and have gained recognition for their
unique improvisation abilities, musicality and artistry. Together, they will present a dynamic blend
of beloved classics along with original compositions that underscore the duo’s chemistry. The
conversation between the pianist and vocalist creates a dialogue that flows seamlessly,

characterized by call-and-response patterns, interaction and emotional depth.

Katerina Adamopoulou studied piano at the National Conservatory, where she received her
piano degree (ptychion) with distinction and continued her piano studies alongside the soloist
Christine Tokatlian, receiving in 2012, her piano diploma (1st prize) as well as Harmony degree
from Philippos Nakas Conservatory.

She studied jazz piano with Spyros Manesis and vocal jazz improvisation with Sylvios Syrros at
the Athenaeum Conservatory gaining in 2023 her vocal diploma. She has attended vocal lessons
with Myra Milolidaki and numerous workshops in jazz improvisation, body music and tap dance.
She has graduated from Deree College and has completed postgraduate studies in Orff-
Schulwerk music education (Moraitis School). In addition, she has a a master's degree from
Westminster University in London (MA in Music Business Management) and a PhD in Music
Pedagogy from the European University of Cyprus.

She is a music teacher and a part time professor at Deree — The American College of Greece.
As a performer she has collaborated with Afroditi Manou, Giorgos Mikros, Dimitris Kalantzis,
Stefanos Kozanis, Kostas Yaxoglou, Jyka Ahola and others. In recent years she has participated
in various jazz ensembles in Athens, while in 2023 she formed her own jazz quartet with which
she performs original compositions and jazz standards. In 2024 she released her first vocal jazz

album under the title “We’ll meet again”.



Stefanos Kozanis is a composer and pianist known for his versatile work across jazz, classical,
and film music. His compositional technique combines jazz harmony with lyrical lines inspired
by classical music and Greek musical tradition, striving to integrate diverse influences into a
cohesive personal style.

He has released original compositions with the ensemble Jazz Tales on the album Herkyna -
Nassia Gofa & The Jazz Tales (2023), and collaborated with Finnish trumpeter Jyk& Ahola on
Dedications (November 2023). His latest project, Asterismyth (2024), explores musical
storytelling inspired by constellations and Greek mythology. The band Asterismyth has been
performing live since February 2024, with their album Asterismyth - Music About The
Constellations and Mythical Figures released in October 2024, featuring twelve original
compositions.

Apart from jazz, Stefanos Kozanis composes music in a wide range of styles, with works featured
in short films, CD publications, and theatrical performances. As an active member of the
Athenian jazz scene, he collaborates with various artists and presents his work on stage.

He holds a diploma in classical piano (with distinction) and jazz piano from the Athenaeum
Conservatory, as well as degrees in Harmony and Counterpoint. Additionally, he is a Doctor of
Engineering from the National Technical University of Athens with relevant research and

professional experience.
